Minors traveling with either one parent or no parents must have a certified letter of 
permission from the parent or parents who is/are not traveling. This letter must be 
presented at airport check-in. All international tours require a current passport. Your 
passport must be valid for 6 months after your return date. Your passport number 
must be recorded by Rishon World Tours when making your reservation. Names on 
airline tickets must appear as shown on passport. Photocopies are not acceptable 
forms of identification. Non-U.S. Citizens are responsible to fulfill appropriate entry 
requirements of the destination countries.

FOOTSTEPS OF PAUL 
Cruise/Tour + Optional 3-Day Rome Extension  

October 23 - November 3 or 6, 2025 

Day 6: Kusadasi (for Ephesus) 

Today you visit Ephesus, the capital of 
Roman Asia Minor, and where St. Paul 
preached and taught for over two years. 
View the magnificent harbor and the 
great amphitheater which seated nearly 
25,000 people. See Marble Street, the 
Library of Celsius, and the Temple of 
Hadrian. You will also see the Temple of 
Diana, one of the Seven Wonders of the 
World and the site of the scene of reli-
gious riots mentioned in the book of 
Acts. St. Paul had founded the Church 
here and was used of God to bring a 
major revival. 

Day 7: Mykonos 

Our next stop will be the beautiful Greek 
island of Mykonos. We depart the ship 
in the morning and will be on our own to 
stroll the village streets, enjoy authentic 
cuisine, and take in historic sites like the 
famous Mykonos Windmills. Optional 
cruise excursions are available for you 
to reserve on your own. 

Day 8: Volos 

Volos, Greece’s newest port city, is lo-
cated at the foot of Mount Pelion and the 
innermost point of the Pagasetic Gulf. 
As an important industrial center and 
bridge between Europe and Asia, this 
lively seafront destination offers you 
many things to discover—local cultural 
activities, museums, cafes, and restau-
rants. You will also enjoy its unique ar-
chitecture, nearby lush mountain rang-
es, and golden beaches. Explore on 
your own or book and excursion from 
Celebrity. And enjoy lunch at a local ca-
fé or restaurant.

We will begin our day with a bus tour of 
the biblical city of Corinth, one of ancient 
Greece’s most important port cities. Paul 
spent much time in Corinth and his story 
comes to life when you stand at the very 
place where Paul stood trial for preach-
ing the Gospel. Lunch on your own at a 
local restaurant. 

Then we’re off to the port of Piraeus to 
embark on the Celebrity Infinity cruise 
ship and continue our Footsteps of Paul 
journey. Enjoy all the meals and ameni-
ties offered on this modern and beautiful 
cruise ship. 

Day 4: Santorini 

Today we stop at one of the most beau-
tiful islands in the world. It’s on the buck-
et list of many! Explore on your own or 
join a Celebrity excursion. It is a very 
accessible city and a beautiful place to 
explore on your own. The ship does not 
dock at a port here, instead we will dis-
embark onto “tenders,” the small boats 
from the ship that will take us to the is-
land. Those with limited mobility will 
need to be extra careful or possibly stay 
onboard. 

Day 5: Day at Sea 

This morning, we join together again for 
a time of worship and a message from 
the book of Acts. Then, enjoy the ship 
as you spend a day at sea.  

 

 

Ephesus 

Today, Thessaloniki is the second larg-
est city in Greece and filled with signifi-
cant biblical history. Next, we will travel 
by bus to Veria, Greece, which was 
called Berea in Paul’s day. In the Book 
of Acts, Luke noted that the Jews in Be-
rea “received the word with great eager-
ness” and “many of them believed” (Act 
17:11-12). After we tour one of the old-
est synagogues in the Balkans, we will 
enjoy lunch on our own and time to ex-
plore before our coach returns us to our 
cruise ship. 

Day 10: Kavala (Philippi) 

Tucked into the northeastern coast of 
Greece, the hillside city of Kavala 
(ancient city of Philippi) overlooks the 
Aegean Sea and is the main seaport of 
eastern Macedonia. Philippi was the first 
European city where Paul preached the 
Gospel. We will tour the Archeological 
Site of Philippi along with Saint Lydia’s 
Baptistry, and the Monument of Saint 
Paul. After our tour, enjoy lunch on your 
own and free time before our coach takes 
us back to our cruise ship. 

Day 11: Day at Sea 

We will come together again for a time of 
worship and teaching from the book of 
Acts before enjoying another day at sea. 

Day 12: Athens 

We will have an early morning arrival at 
the cruise terminal in Athens. PAX not 
traveling to Rome, Italy will be transport-
ed to a 4-Star Hotel near the Athens Air-
port. They will be transported the morn-
ing of Tuesday, November 4, 2025 to the 
Athens Airport to depart for U.S. 
 
We begin with a tour of Athens, the foun-
dation of democracy. We will visit the 
Agora, Acropolis, and the Acropolis Mu-
seum before viewing Athens from atop 
Mars Hill where Paul stood and 
preached the Gospel to the Athenian 
philosophers.

Optional Rome Extension 

Day 1: 

After our evening flight from Athens to 
Rome, we will be transported to our 
hotel for a good night’s rest so that we 
are ready to start touring this ancient, 
beautiful city the next morning.  

Day 2: Catacombs, Colosseum, 
Roman Forum, Arch of Titus, Pala-
tine Hill & the Mamertine Prison 

We will begin our day with a visit to 
the Catacombs, where thousands of 
Christians were buried in a remarka-
ble tiered series of galleries. Next, we 
will visit the Colosseum where thou-
sands of people, animals, and Chris-
tians perished. The Colosseum first 
opened in AD 80 and within 100 days 
of its opening, 5,000 wild beasts per-
ished there. Historians believe the 
Colosseum could hold between 
40,000 and 80,000 people depending 
on how close the seating was ar-
ranged. The floor recently had a plank 
placed over the middle making it ac-
cessible for people to walk over the 
labyrinth of brick cells, ramps, and 
elevators used to transport animals 
and gladiators into the arena. Hear 
the stories of the games that have 
fascinated people for hundreds of 
years. We will continue our tour at the 
ancient Roman Forum, where our 
guide will divulge its secrets. We will 
also visit the Arch of Titus which com-
memorated the fall of Jerusalem by 
Titus in AD 70. We will then tour the 
Mamertine Prison exterior, where tra-
dition holds that Paul was imprisoned 
in Rome.  

Day 3: Piazza Navona, Trevi Foun-
tain, Pantheon, Spanish Steps, Ab-
bey of Three Fountains, & St. Pe-
ter’s Square 

We will begin our second day in Rome 
with a downtown walking tour that 
includes the Piazza Navona, the Trevi 
Fountain, the Pantheon, and the 
Spanish Steps. Then we will visit the 
Abbey of Three Fountains, the tradi-
